Both medical centers have signed agreement with government of Rwanda for service
deliveries and the government to reimburse for services given to patients through
medical insurance

Both medical clinics are now self-sufficient in all the medicines required and allowed
to be prescribed

The most treated diseases are malaria (60 %), parasites and respiratory sickness
